The Prince Albert Model Forest (PAMF) is one ofvele model forests in the Canadian Model
Forest Network and one of 40 worldwide. It is a-fostprofit organization established in 1992
and supported by direct funding from the Canadiare$t Service, as well as contributions from
its fourteen partners. The Prince Albert Model Botecated 75 kilometres north of Prince Albert
in central Saskatchewan, Canada covers approxiyra®&,000 hectares in the mid-boreal upland
ecoregion of the boreal forest. It takes in poriaf the Prince Albert National Park and the
community of Waskesiu, Candle Lake Provincial PaHe Resort Village of Candle Lake,
Weyerhaeuser’'s Forest Management Agreement areareberve land and community of
Montreal Lake Cree Nation, the reserve land of LacRonge Indian Band, and part of the
Provincial Crown land base. In short, through porsi of their land base, all citizens of
Saskatchewan are part of the Model Forest. The wbrthe PAMF extends well beyond its
physical boundaries to the Athabasca land use metie Cumberland Delta, La Ronge and area,
Vilhelmina Model Forest in Sweden and most recettéy Latin America-Caribbean Network of
Model Forests.

The Wea@user 20-year plan
identifies the need to harvest timber from ripar@aeas if it wishes to
manage the forest on the ecosystem-based prindipis.need has led
Saskatchewan Environment to develop a set of forestvesting
guidelines for riparian areas.

In Phase I, the PAMF worked with its partners &thgr pre-harvest
information from selected sites that were to bevésted under the
current guidelines.

Impacts of Climate Change on the Island Forests d@entral Saskatchewan

Description: The Saskatchewan Forest Centre has recently takeresponsibility for
management of the Island Forests in the PrincerAllsea. Past research (Thorpe
et al. 2001, SRC Report 11368-1E01; Hogg and Begl65, Forestry Chronicle
81: 675-682) has shown that these areas have bseepdible to climate
variability and change in the past, and may beiqdatrly vulnerable to future
climate change.

The island forests represent the southernmostragtad the boreal forest
in central Saskatchewan. These forests occur atys#posits formed
near the end of the last glacial period, which beeaof low agricultural
suitability have remained forested while the sunding lands have been
cleared and farmed. The island forests are cewoinderince Albert. The
Nisbet Forest is largely to the west and southrfde Albert, straddling
the North Saskatchewan River, but portions exters ef the city. Fort a
la Corne, the other large island forest, is maabng the north side of the
Saskatchewan River between Prince Albert and NipaWwivo small
island forests, Canwood and Torch River, are apprately 50 km west
of Prince Albert and 20 km north of Nipawin, resipegly. The Canwood
Forest is close to the Nisbet Forest, while theclidRiver Forest is close
to the Fort a la Corne Forest where there has te@emond exploration.
Most of the stands in the island forests are dotathay either jack pine
